ULiT (Unit Leader in Training)  – For girls entering 7th grade and above.  You will 
enjoy a fun and interactive Program Aide Core Training and Leadership Training.  You 
will earn the Program Aide Pin and earn PA hours.  You do NOT attend the Skills 
Day or Twilight Camp Training Day 

If you are entering 8th grade and if you have completed the Council PA Core 
Training AND were a CV Twilight Camp PA last year, you have the option to apply to be a Unit PA or a ULiT. 

Unit Program Aides  – For girls entering 9th grade and above.  You must have Program Aide Core 
Training from Council and have been a PA at CV Twilight Camp for at least one year. You must attend the 
Skills Day and Twilight Camp Training Day. 

Unit Leads  – For girls entering 10th grade and above.  You must have Program Aide Core Training from 
Council and have been a PA at Twilight Camp for at least two years.  You must attend the Skills Day and 
Twilight Camp Training Day.
